Government/Economics – High School Course.  The first 9 weeks government, 
second 9 weeks economics.  Govt. Text:  Rediscovering the Ideas of Liberty by 
David Steadman.  Instructor: Katie Schmidt, Cost:  $85 per semester 
 
 
Psychology – High School Level.  18week course, 1 social science credit.  Text:  
Sparknotes 101 Psychology.  Instructor: Katie Schmidt, Cost:  $85 per semester 
 
 
Speech & Debate – public speaking skills, team/policy debate, theory and tech-
niques.  Students will debate in the NCFCA home school league.  Text:  Argumenta-
tion & Debate by C. Shipe, Instructor:  Katie Schmidt, Cost:  $85 per semester
